Call for High Performance Coaching Applications 
June 26, 2010 

 

 

ROWONTARIO, Rowing Canada Aviron and Canadian Sport Centre Ontario, managing partners of the “Pond to 

Podium” High Performance Sport Program are inviting applications from coaches interested in being involved with 

the Pond to Podium program for 2010 and beyond. 

 

“Pond to Podium” is a ground-breaking program designed to provide Ontario athletes and coaches a clear 

development pathway to achieve success at the Podium level on the international rowing stage.  This program will 

provide unprecedented opportunities for the sport of rowing across the Province of Ontario for athletes, coaches 

and member Clubs and Universities. 

 

One of the key objectives of this program is to provide professional coaching employment and development 

opportunities to qualified coaches across Ontario. 

 

We are seeking to fill the following positions: 

 

National Development Centre – Ontario   Assistant Coach – (1 Position) 

This position will be based at the National Development Centre-Ontario in Welland, Ontario.  This coach will fulfill 

all the duties outlined in the job description that can be downloaded from the ROWONTARIO website at 

www.rowontario.ca.  This is a full-time, year-round position that will start August 16, 2010.  The term of this 

position is scheduled to expire March 31, 2013. This position may be extended if the Pond to Podium program is 

renewed after March 31, 2013.   

 

Applicants must be fully certified as a Level 3 Rowing coach or its equivalent as recognized by Rowing Canada 

Aviron and the Coaching Association of Canada. 

 

The successful applicant will be required to attend a 3-day training/orientation workshop August 27-29, 2010 in 

Toronto, Ontario.  Please see below for application process details. 

 

Talent Development Centre Coach (TD-Coach) 

Four (4) Talent Development Centre Coach will be filled.  One TD-Coach will be based at each Talent Development 

Centre (TDC).  One TDC will be located in each of the following regions of Ontario: Eastern, Central, Niagara and 

Southwest.  Specific sites will be named by August, 2010.  The TDCs are scheduled to open September 1, 2010.   

  

Each TD-Coach will fulfill all duties outlined in the job description that can be downloaded from the ROWONTARIO 

website at www.rowontario.ca. These positions are full-time, year-round positions that will start September 1, 

2010.  The term of these positions is scheduled to end March 31, 2013. These positions may be extended if the 

Pond to Podium program is renewed after March 31, 2013.

Successful applicants will be required to complete a criminal record check. 

 

Process: 

Interested coaches should apply with their coaching CV, three (3) letters of reference and a cover letter including 

the following information: 

 Level of athletes currently working with, 

 Coaching performance record, 

 Coaching strengths and how they can be applied to reach the objectives of the High Performance Sport 

Program, 

 NCCP Certification level 

 Enhanced coaching skills that are of interest to you (i.e. advanced physiology, video skills analysis, 

technology, etc...) 

 Knowledge of current development programming including RADAR and the RCA LTAD Plan, 

 Specific skills looking to improve on.
